The Chief
Administrative building of the Municipal
Trensport Concern and the mechanical
workshops of the Aachen Tramway Coe were
completely destroyed, as well as much,
damage to the overhead cables and the tracks
of the tramway network, particularly in
the City centre. Three banks were
destroyed. Severe damage was also caused
to the Technical High School.

Effect on Transport

(a) Underground and Trams;

As a result of heavy and widespread damage to depots, stations,
halts, tracks, tunnels, viaducts, overhead wires, signalling, rolling
stock and other installations, the entire tram and Underground (Hochbahn)
system was brought to a standstill. In the face of tremendous
difficulties, an emergency bus service was soon brought into operation,
and gradually the tram service and Underground service was restored on
certain routes,

(b) Main Line Railways;

All the Hamburg stations were either completely wrecked or heavily
damaged, and all lines from Hamburg heavily damaged. Fire.damage on
two occasions to central offices of the German Railways Administration
and damage to telephone exchanges had a particularly serious effect.
Services on nearly every line in Greater Hamburg were interrupted.

Vital goods traffic was, however, maintained. It was possible to
reach destinations outside Greater Hamburg from Bergedorf, Harburg and
Altona.

Effect on Power

(2) Gas:

Following the raids on 28 July 1943, all the large gasworks in
Hamburg were put out of action, partly as a result of direct damage to
or destruction of installations and gasometers or mains, partly as a
result of the interruption of current. ' There is no clear picture
about the mains system, as many of the broken places are buried under
wreckage, Only the Bergedorf works continued to function normally.

(b) Water Supplies~

The water works at Stellingen and Rothenburgsort were heavily hit
by the raids, the latter in particular, The entire mains system was
heavily damaged. ©Pipes supplying individual districts were destroyed.
An emergency drinking water service was immediately provided from
numerous public wells and factory supplies, purlflers and water carts
being used.

(c) Electricity:

The Neuhof power house was heavily damaged by H.E. bombs and will
be out of action some time; The Tiefstack power house also suffered
H.E. damage, but was only put out of action for a few days. Barmbeck
power house was hit by a landmine and is out of action. The entire
electricity supply is seriously affected. Current was cut off in
