GUIDANCE NOTES

1.    This form is for Event Organisers (EO) who are requesting RAF assets to conduct a flypast at their event. Air show EOs who wish an aerobatic, static or parachute display should complete the display form. All events should complete the justification box demonstrating the relevance and engagement potential for the RAF at your event.  

2.    RAF support to private functions is not permitted, including corporate events, weddings, funerals and birthdays.

3.    The Battle of Britain Memorial Flight (BBMF) and RAFAT can perform flypasts at public events between Jun-Sep inclusive. Flypasts will normally only be conducted when the aircraft transit between display venues and operating locations or during routine training. A BBMF flypast comprises of up to three passes over the specified location. RAFAT or operational aircraft flypasts consist of a single pass over the specified location.  

4.    The deadline for 2027 flypast application submission is the 31 October 2026.

5.    Operational aircraft will not normally be available for public events, however if you have justification for requesting this, please add the aircraft type in the "Other" box in Section 3 of the application and give a brief justification. Military events may submit requests for operational aircraft up to 3 months prior to the date of their event.

6.    The EO listed on the application should be an individual who can be contacted regarding RAF participation at the event. By completing this application you agree that the EO contact details may be shared within the MoD for the purposes of facilitating your request.

7.    The EO will be contacted regarding the outcome of the application for BBMF and operational assets approximately two months prior to the event. The outcome of Red Arrows flypast requests may not be known until two weeks before the date of the event.

8.    The RAF reserves the right to withdraw support from an event at any time and without consultation where circumstances require. These include but are not limited to engineering issues, adverse weather or operational commitments. The RAF cannot be held accountable for any costs incurred by an event organiser as a result of such a withdrawal.

9.    All RAF flypast applications are to be submitted via email to CER-AirEventsTeam@mod.gov.uk. 

10. The RAF Air Events Team only controls the RAF assets listed in Part 3. For Chinook, Puma and Apache requests please contact JAC-Displays-0Mailbox@mod.gov.uk, for Navy aircraft requests please contact NAVYCSAV-DisplaysDAPShared@mod.gov.uk and for Navy Historic requests please contact nwhf@navywings.org.uk.

CHARGES

11.  As flypasts conducted by BBMF or display teams are in transit to operating locations, or by operational aircraft conducting routine training, charges do not normally apply. Aircraft launched for a dedicated flypast may attract charges, the EO will be made aware if this is a possibility.
