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THE FIGHTERS' BATTLE AND 
THE BOMBERS' BATTLE

Accounts of the decisive Battle of Britain will 
always captivate the reader. The story of how 
the outnumbered RAF fought and defeated 
the superior Luftwaffe will always be a source 
of fascination. However, accounts of summer 
1940 have tended to centre on the British 
defenders, both in the air and on the ground 
whilst the story of the losing side has 
remained largely untold. 

Chris Goss began research on the Battle of 
Britain from the German viewpoint twenty 
years ago. He contacted German aircrews who 
participated in the Battle, most of whom were 
taken prisoners of war. He traced individual 
downed German aircraft, the British pilot 
responsible for its demise and, in some cases, 
put the victor and vanquished in contact with 
each other. Over the years, a series of very 
personal, sometimes harrowing, sometimes 
heroic, accounts have emerged which provide 
a fascinating insight into the Battle of Britain 
from the antagonist's point of view. 

While the Fighters ' Battle and The Bombers' 
Battle are by no means the definitive story of 
the Battle of Britain, they will give the reader a 
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new insight into the experiences of the 
ordinary German fighter and bomber crews. 
In 1939 the Luftwaffe was opposed by an 
RAF which was disorganised; inferior both in 
technology and in number. These books will 
explain how those same German aircrews felt 
just months later to be flying against a 
tenacious enemy with nothing to lose. 

Chris Goss is a serving officer with the Royal 
Air Force and author of a number of books on 
aerial warfare of the 2nd World War. His 
acclaimed Bloody Biscay, is the story of the 
Luftwaffe's only long range maritime fighter 
unit - V Gruppe/Kampfgeschwader 40 
(V /KG40) - and its battles against the Allies in 
the skies over the Bay of Biscay. He is also 
author of Brothers in Arms (1994) and It 's 
Suicide But It's Fun (1995).
