FORTHCOMING BOOKS

BOMER HARRIS, HIS LIFE AND TIMES —
HENRY PROBERT

Among the most controversial figures to emerge from the relatively
short period of aviation history is Air Chief Marshal Sir Arthur Harris,
Commander-in-Chief of Bomber Command for much of the Second
World War. The range of nicknames from ‘Bert’ through to ‘Bomber’
hints at the diversity of opinion.
